1°' LEG Dayboro to Woodford
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Directions:

9:00AM — 9:45AM

Overview:

We've done this road a fair bit so
everyone should pretty much know
what to expect. The road going
down from Mt Mee to Woodford is
better then the road going up from
Dayboro to Mt Mee. For the first time
ever we're not going to stop at the
lookout because it would make the
next leg too long. Don’t worry though,
we’ll stop there on the way back.

Distance and Time:
41km Approx — 35min

Fuel:

There’s fuel at Dayboro and
everybody should fill up before we
leave as the next designated fuel
stop is 150km away.

Stop:

As mentioned above we’re not going
to stop at the lookout on this leg.
The stop is at Woodford outside the
bakery on the left. There are
facilities in the park across the road,
a café, and just in case you need it a
Thrifty-Link hardware shop.

TURN LEFT onto Mt Mee Road from the swimming pool car park.

TURN LEFT onto the D’aguilar Highway at D’aguilar



2" LEG WOODFORD TO KENILWORTH

Directions:

CONTINUE ALONG D’AGUILAR HWY at Woodford
TURN RIGHT onto Kilcoy-Beerwah Road
TURN LEFT onto Booroobin Road

TURN LEFT onto Burnett Lane

TURN LEFT onto Maleny-Kenilworth Road.

9:45AM — 11:15AM

Overview:

This is one of those legs that
has everything, including some
of the most smooth roads that
you've ever been on. We'll turn
off the road to Maleny (just to
avoid the notorious hill start)
and take the back way through
Reeseville. Then we head
down through Witta and
Conondale. It's here that you
think why can’t the Brisbane
City Council make roads like
this.

Distance and Time:
78km — 1hr approx

Fuel:

There is a BP at Kenilworth but
we won't be stopping
anywhere near it which is why
we ask you to fill up at
Dayboro. The designated fuel
stop is only 26km up the road.

Stop:

We are actually stopping about
6km short of Kenilworth at a
little rest area called Little
Yabba Creek. This has
facilities and a nice shady
parking area.



3rd LEG KENILWORTH TO MAPLETON 11:15AM — 11:45AM

Overview:

Heading out from Little Yabba Creek into Kenilworth are some amazing hairpin corners. According to
Lectre the Lux-O-Barge and Cuvy's Moo-bile were just about scraping pegs through this section.
Imagine near 90 degree corners with the camber of Daytona speedway. After Kenilworth we head up
the Obi Obi Road. Watch out for where the Road splits in two (signified by the dirt road coming in on
the right, which is the downhill section, and the lack of a white line in the middle of the road from that
point on). It means you ain’t going to meet any on-coming traffic.

Distance and Time:
26 Approx — 20 min

Fuel:

There is a large BP just around the corner from the Mapleton Hotel where we’ll be stopping. This is
the designated fuel stop for the ride so we’ll probably all stop there after lunch. Other than that the
next fuel stop is Landsborough but we’ll only be stopping there long enough to regroup.

Stop:

The lunch stop is at the Mapleton Hotel which is a favourite for bikers of all types. Not only do you get
to sit and look out over the Sunshine Coast but you get to watch all the bikes that have just come up
from the Obi Obi road. Meals range from $9.95 for beef sausages up to $36.95 for the Seafood
Platter and beer is $3.80 a pot.

Directions:

TURN NORTH onto Maleny Kenilworth Road at Little Yabba Creek

VEER RIGHT onto Eumundi-Kenilworth Road

TURN RIGHT onto Obi Obi Road

TURN RIGHT into the carpark of The Mapleton Hotel (just before the intersection of Mapleton-
Montville Road)



4th LEG MAPLETON TO WOODFORD  1:15PM - 2:30PM

Overview:

From the Mapleton Hotel
we stop for fuel and then
head along the top of the
Sunshine Coast
Hinterland. This is a real
tourist drive so there’s a
90% chance you'll get
stuck behind a cage
travelling at 40km the
whole way. The thing is,
you don'’t really mind
because the scenery is
just so fantastic with the
Sunshine Coast and
Pacific Ocean out to your
left and the Baroon Dam
to your right. We'll stop on
the side of the road to
regroup in Landsborough
before heading down the
Glass House Mountains
Road and then turning
back inland at Beerwah.
This is where you don’t
want to be stuck behind a
cage.

Distance and Time:
71Km approx — 1hr

Fuel:
The designated fuel stop
is the BP at Mapleton.
Everybody should fill up
here. There is a BP at
Landsborough but we will
only be stopping here to
regroup, not refuel.

Stop:

The stop is once again scheduled for Woodford where we stopped on the way through. As mentioned

before there is a bakery (which does adequate coffee) and public facilities across the road in the park.

Directions:

TURN RIGHT from the carpark onto Obi Obi Road

TURN RIGHT onto Montville-Mapleton Road

TURN LEFT onto Landshorough-Mapleton Road (Don’t you love the road names)
CONTINUE ON THROUGH THE ROUND-A-BOUT onto Maleny Road at Landsborough
TURN RIGHT onto Railway Street at Landsborough

TURN RIGHT onto Glass House Mountains Road at Landsborough

TURN RIGHT at Mawhinney Street Beerwah

TURN LEFT at Peachester Road at Beerwah

TURN LEFT at D’aguilar Highway Woodford



5th LEG WOODFORD TO DAYBORO 2:30PM — 3:15PM

Directions:

TURN SOUTH onto the D’aguilar Highway at Woodford
TURN RIGHT onto Mt Mee Road

TURN LEFT into the carpark at the Mt Mee Lookout

Overview:

This is the reverse of Leg 1, however
this time we’'ll stop at Mt Mee lookout
for the traditional group ride pic. I'm
hoping by now that everyone knows
the way to the lookout because I'm
trying to organise the ‘Official Brisbane
Netrider Photographer’ to be at ‘Long
Bend’ on the way up Mt Mee. If this
can be organised, we need to space
ourselves out a bit so that she can get
a shot of everyone coming up the
mountain.

Distance and Time:
41km approx — 35min

Fuel:

There is fuel at D’aguilar if you really
need it but you shouldn’t. There is also
fuel back where we started at Dayboro.

Stop:

We'll have to stop at the lookout at Mt
Mee as well as back where we started
at Dayboro (Swimming pool carpark at
the corner of Mt Mee road and
Williams Hay Road).

TURN LEFT back onto Mt Mee Road from the Lookout carpark

TURN RIGHT into the Swimming Pool carpark at Dayboro



RIDE RULES:

There is one notional "leader”, but all agree that we are all just out for a ride, and happen to be going
the same way.... (50 no poor sod gets involved in any potential legal shenanigans if someone gets
hurt)

That "leader" tells everyone the route at the start point (start point being where the majority all get
together), a guide to the timings for major stops, and takes a bike count (not a head count, cos there
might be taswegians or pillions) If known, also mention hazards, conditions, the sort of road to expect
etc.

The leader sets the pace, and navigates the Route, points out the tail end charlie (both should have
comms, ie mobiles) Mention that you can go at any speed you like, but anyone in front of the leader is
"on their own" for help, directions etc.

On the ride, when the leader turns at an intersection, second in line stops in easy view of the rest with
indicator on showing the direction to turn. As the tail end charlie passes, they give the thumbs up, the
turn marker joins in and overtakes TEC when safe.. in fact this is the best time for all us hot heads...

we get to try and catch up and pass everyone, and see if we can become the marker by the next turn

x9)

Seems like a lot, but it works well and dead easy in practise, big bonus that drops and spills are
picked up quickly, not just at major stops. everyone gets to the stops reasonably close together. It is a
"group ride" after all

Doesn®matter if the group splits into smaller bunches, still works.

Good idea to swap TEC® at half way or major stops, as long as everyone knows who it is.

Everyone is to put up a post in the ride thread on Netriders when they return safely home.
