1% LEG THE GAP TO MT GLORIOUS  9:00AM — 9:45AM

Overview:

This is just a short blat up the mountain to
the first stop. For those of you that know
this road you're already going Yipee! For
those of you who have never done it, you'll
love it. It's tight and twisty in sections but
it's a good road and if you ride at your own
pace you'll be fine. Just don’t expect to be
going in a straight line for more than 10cm.
This road is also heavily policed so speed
at your own risk.

Distance and Time:
35km Approx — 30min

Fuel:

There’s no fuel up on the mountain but
you shouldn’t need fuel up here anyway.
Fill up on the way to the start point and
you'll have no problems getting to Kilcoy.
For those coming up Waterworks Rd to
the start there’s a BP just before you get
to The Gap. There’s also a Matilda on the
corner of Settlement Road and
Waterworks Road.

Stop:

The stop is at the famous Maiala

Teahouse. The only reason we're stopping
is so that we can go Woo Hoo!!! and then let the adrenalin subside before the next leg (plus the next
stop is 80km down the road). Facilities are for patrons only so if you want to tinkle you may have to
buy a coke first.

Directions:

TURN LEFT onto Mt Nebo Road from the Brisbane Forest Park Car Park.
CONTINUE along Mt Nebo Road onto Mt Glorious Road to Maiala Teahouse.

Directions:

CONTINUE along Mt Glorious Road at Mt Glorious

MT GLORIOUS TO KILCOY

9:45AM — 11:00AM

Overview:

This leg has everything. It starts off with
some steep downhill twisties and then
turns into undulating sweepers and then
into long flat country roads. Then it starts
all over again at Somerset with twisties
then sweepers then long flat country
roads. Coming down Mt Glorious is quite
steep and there’s always a lot of leaf litter
which is extremely slippery. Not only is it
on the sides of the road but in the centre
as well. Take it easy and if you're not
confident keep it in a low gear.

Distance and Time:
80km Approx — 1hr 15min

Fuel:
On the way into Kilcoy there is a BP on
the D’Aguilar Hwy.

Stop:

We're planning to stop at the Exchange
Hotel. If you want something to eat, the
pub does counter meals which looked
quite good. Lectre also recommends the
Bakery across the road for their pies.
There are also shaded picnic tables next
to the parking in the main street. Nice
spot to settle and chat for a while before
heading off to Mt Mee.

TURN RIGHT onto Wivenhoe Somerset Road at the T-intersection

TURN RIGHT onto Esk Kilcoy Road at the T-intersection
TURN RIGHT onto D’Aguilar Hwy at the T-Intersection
TURN LEFT at the BP to continue along the D’Aguilar Hwy.

TURN RIGHT at the T-Intersection to continue along the D’Aguilar Hwy.
TURN RIGHT into the parking area in front of the Exchange Hotel.



3rd LEG KILCOY TO MT MEE 1:00PM — 1:45PM

Overview:

Now if Lectre is able to find the right
road, we'll turn off the D’Aguilar Hwy
and take a back road to Woodford. If
Lectre can't find it we'll just head
straight down the D’Aguilar Hwy to
Woodford. We can't give you much
info about the detour except that
only locals are supposed to use it
and the bit that we did find seemed
quite good.

Distance and Time:
50Km Approx — 45min

Fuel:

There is fuel at the turnoff to Mt Mee
at D’Aguilar, but you shouldn’t need
it if you filled up at Kilcoy, which you
should have done if you only get
150km out of a tank.

Stop:

Our favourite place to stop on Mt Mee is the lookout of course. I'm trying to organise a photographer
friend of mine to take some photos of us in action coming up the mountain. I'm still not sure if she’s
available on that day yet but we’ll see. She lives on the mountain so it won't be too far for her to come.

Directions:

TURN RIGHTonto D’Aguilar Highway from the parking at the Exchange Hotel
TURN RIGHT onto Neurum Road at Kilcoy

TURN RIGHT onto D’Aguilar Highway at Woodford

TURN RIGHT onto Mt Mee Road at D’Aguilar

TURN LEFT into Mt Mee lookout car park



4th LEG MT MEE TO SAMFORD VILLAGE 2:00PM — 2:45PM

Overview:

| don’t know how many northsiders will do
this leg. You may well want to say your
goodbyes on Mt Mee and head home
from there. This seemed like a logical
finishing point before we head back into
the city and everyone else heads their
own way home. Of course the Westies
(and anyone else who wants to make the
detour) are welcome to follow me back to
my place for Coronas.

Distance and Time:
50Km Approx — 45min

Fuel:
There’s fuel at Dayboro and at Samford
Village.

Stop:

The Tourist Information Centre is on the
right hand side next to a park as you
come into Samford Village and has angle
parking out the front.

Directions:

TURN LEFT out of the Mt Mee lookout car park

TURN RIGHT onto Williams Hay Road at Dayboro

TURN LEFT onto Bradley Street Dayboro

CONTINUE onto Mt Samson Road to Samford Village

TURN RIGHT into Tourist Information Centre at Samford Village



RIDE RULES:

There is one notional "leader”, but all agree that we are all just out for a ride, and happen to be going
the same way.... (50 no poor sod gets involved in any potential legal shenanigans if someone gets
hurt)

That "leader" tells everyone the route at the start point (start point being where the majority all get
together), a guide to the timings for major stops, and takes a bike count (not a head count, cos there
might be taswegians or pillions) If known, also mention hazards, conditions, the sort of road to expect
etc.

The leader sets the pace, and navigates the Route, points out the tail end charlie (both should have
comms, ie mobiles) Mention that you can go at any speed you like, but anyone in front of the leader is
"on their own" for help, directions etc.

On the ride, when the leader turns at an intersection, second in line stops in easy view of the rest with
indicator on showing the direction to turn. As the tail end charlie passes, they give the thumbs up, the
turn marker joins in and overtakes TEC when safe.. in fact this is the best time for all us hot heads...

we get to try and catch up and pass everyone, and see if we can become the marker by the next turn

Seems like a lot, but it works well and dead easy in practise, big bonus that drops and spills are
picked up quickly, not just at major stops. everyone gets to the stops reasonably close together. It is a
"group ride" after all

Doesn®matter if the group splits into smaller bunches, still works.

Good idea to swap TEC® at half way or major stops, as long as everyone knows who it is.
