Rare Chinese books now online

One of the biggest collections of rare Chinese books outside
China is to become freely available after Harvard
University’s agreement to digitise their collection of more
than 51,000 volumes, some more than 1000 years old. A
multimillion dollar project estimated to take six years, it
will be a collaboration between the Harvard-Yenching
Library and the National Library of China. This is China’s
first major digitisation project of rare book collections outside
China.

Booksellers hit back at plans for libraries to sell books
British Culture Minister Margaret Hodge’s suggestion that
libraries should link up with Amazon drew outrage at a
public library authorities conference. Outlining the terms
of a consultation process soon due to begin, she commented
that with less than 40% of the UK’s population using
libraries, a 41% drop in books borrowed in the last decade
and the closure of 63 libraries since 1997, the challenge for
libraries was “all about getting whatever the library
equivalent might be for ‘bums onseats’”. “How about a tie-
in with Amazon: You've borrowed the book, now send a
brand new copy to a friend”, she suggested.

Toronto Public Library fairytale exhibition

“When Cinderella Went to the Ball: Five Hundred Years of
Fairy Tales”, an exhibition featuring 179 items from Toronto
Public Library’s Osborne Collection of Early Children’s Booksis
on display until December 12. Amongst the highlights are
an Italian book printed in 1476 about a fisherman who sells
his youngest son to the devil. The collection, which began
with a donation of 2,000 books in 1949, now comprises
over 80,000 items.

The collection contains more than 70 maps including the
1567 map of Hibernia by John Goghe, maps signed by well
known map makers Robert Lythe, Francis Jobson, Richard
Bartlett and John Norden.
